What do the divisions “Advanced”, “Intermediate” and “Novice” really mean?

Advanced
Advanced is one step lower than Open.  At this level, players exhibit good proficiency at all three of the Bump, Set and Spike skills. Players often excel at one or even two of these skills but are not as skilled all around as an Open level player. Normally, Advanced players do not spike as hard or have as much overall ball control as Open players. Advanced players understand the game of Volleyball and its rules, but have not mastered some of the skills required of Volleyball. Advanced players may not be able to execute complex plays consistently. Advanced players usually have less experience in tournament play, and may not have had collegiate experience playing Volleyball.  

Intermediate

Intermediate is usually the lowest division of tournament play at a sanctioned event.  However, there is still the expectation that basic Volleyball skills must be possessed.  Players at this level are still honing their basic skills, but should be able to bump, set and usually spike the ball with some degree of consistency.  Intermediate players are expected to know the rules of the game.   Players at this level may have had tournament experience, and may have played in some sort of organized volleyball league, but neither is required or expected
*Upper intermediate is for players who are at the upper end of this category, closer to advanced, but maybe not quite.  

*Lower intermediate is for players who are at the lower end of this category, closer to novice, but with enough experience to be above novice level.

Novice

Novice is the lowest level of play.  At this level, players may exhibit proficiency in only one of the three skills, but may still be developing all three skills.  Players at this level often have been playing in casual league formats, but are unfamiliar with “clean” volleyball competition.  Players at this level generally have very little experience playing volleyball, if any at all.
